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Rizzo Continues Policy Discussion With Statement on Veterans Affairs

“As a veteran of the United States Navy, and proud father of a son who recently returned home from Iraq, I know first hand the sacrifices involved in service,” declared Rizzo. “I will work every day to expand programs for our returning heroes.” 
Rizzo will collaborate with the State Delegation to prevent any budget cuts that could adversely affect services. Fifty percent of veterans in Revere are seniors and because of this, Rizzo will establish a six member Veterans Advisory Committee. The group would be made of up volunteers and would set long term goals for Revere’s senior veterans. 
Increased economic development in a Rizzo administration will create more dollars for veterans services. Rizzo will also seek increased grant funding for veterans programming. 

“Our returning heroes need information on educational opportunities, job training, and other vital resources,” commented Rizzo.
