Revere, MA (September 8, 2011) – Revere Councilor-at-Large Dan Rizzo recently visited the East Boston Neighborhood Health Center (EBNHC) to learn more about the Center’s Elder Service Plan (ESP).  This is a program that provides comprehensive care for elders, including health care services and activity programs.  Rizzo toured the ESP program to better understand how it works, as he seeks to bring those services to the City of Revere, which is served by the Center. Councilor Rizzo is a candidate for Mayor in Revere.
The Elder Service Plan enables elders who would otherwise be forced into a nursing home to live at home.  The Elder Service Plan provides an array of services that include medical visits with a doctor specializing in geriatric care, occupational therapy, prescription drugs, nutritious meals, transportation, and social activities. All of these services are covered by Medicare and Medicaid and thus there is no cost to seniors participating in the program.
 “Our elderly citizens are in dire need of these vital resources,” said Rizzo.  “After learning that these impressive services existed, I wanted to see them in practice on a first-hand basis.  I was completely impressed with the depth of services provided and the dedication of the EBNHC staff.  I want to see how the Center and the City of Revere can work together to bring these much needed health care options to our city’s elderly residents.”
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
